Ingredients: 

3/4 cup sugar 

1 tablespoon butter 

1/2 cup milk 

1 cup flour 

1/4 teaspoon salt 

1 teaspoon baking powder 

1-1/2 tablespoons cocoa 

1/2 cup walnuts, chopped

1/2 cup sugar 

1/2 cup brown sugar 

1/4 cup cocoa 

1-1/4 cup boiling water 
 

Directions:  

Cream together first 2 ingredients. Add milk and stir. 

Sift together the rest of the dry ingredients and add 

to mixture. Stir well and put in a 9ó buttered pan. 

Sprinkle with nuts. Mix remaining sugars and cocoa 

and spread over top. Pour boiling water over top of 

all. Bake at 350º for 30 minutes. Let cool and serve.
